The department will award modest travel grants this year to majors who travel in order to present a paper at an academic conference
 or to conduct research in a museum, archive or academic library.  Each award will be a maximum of $200.
Please note: The department expects students who seek conference travel funding to apply also for URSCO Student Travel Grants. The Undergraduate Research, Scholarship and Creativity Office has some funds to support student travel to disseminate results of scholarly inquiry at conferences or exhibitions: https://utlc.uncg.edu/ursco/funding/travel URSCO support can include costs of travel, room, board, and registration. The maximum request amount for URSCO travel grants is $500. Requests are due by the 1st of each month, with award announcement by month’s end.  Funds are distributed as a reimbursement upon the completion of travel and presentation.

Applicants must be registered majors (primary or secondary) in Classical Studies.

Travel grant money must be used during the 2018-19 academic year, and will be disbursed after the student has attended the conference or visited the museum.

Your proposal should include the following information:

a.
cover page (see attached page)

b.
a brief abstract of your original research, on a separate page
c.
your budget, on same sheet of paper as abstract (see guidelines below)
d. 
an unofficial copy of your transcript (you can download this from Genie and include it as an attachment)

Winners of travel grants will be asked to submit an abstract (and present, if accepted) to the Classical Studies Undergraduate Colloquium or the Thomas Undergraduate Research and Creativity Expo on UNCG’s campus.

Applications must be written in a professional manner and be free of spelling, grammatical, and other types of mechanical errors.

The Department of Classical Studies reserves the right to make no awards if there are no suitable proposals in the opinion of the committee.
